Production

During the fall semester, students will develop, rehearse, and perform a one act 
play, with roles assigned through auditions. All students must apply or audition, 
attend an interest meeting, and participate in limited after school rehearsals and 
December performances, with tech students supporting production needs.

During the spring semester, students will focus on backstage work for the spring 
musical, including set, lights, sound, costumes, props, stage crew, ticket sales, and 
PR. An application and interest meeting are required, along with participation in after 
school rehearsals and performances.

Year-long. Advanced band is an opportunity for 7th graders to learn the 8th graders' 
music and play it with them in their concerts. 8th graders can also take this class to 
get extra practice time on their music.
