In addition to activities sponsored before, during or immediately after school, there are also
social activities and dances offered throughout the year! Want to start a club you do not see in
this list?

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS

e Students should always arrive to class on time with all appropriate materials and come
ready to learn.

e We expect all students to give their best effort to learn and grow. We want all students
to progress down the path of being college and career ready.

e Participate! Be active in your learning! Share your ideas!

e Have a positive mental attitude — life is 10% of what happens to you and 90% how you
respond to it.

e Seek to understand other opinions and points of view, even if you don’t agree with
them, as they will help to make your own opinions and beliefs stronger. Respect and
celebrate all the differences that exist in our school.

e Follow directions and be respectful of others’ learning by behaving appropriately.

e Use your school laptop appropriately and always for the purpose your teacher intends.

e Follow each teacher’s classroom guidelines and expectations.

HALLWAYS
We want to encourage all students to use our 5-minute passing period during the school day
as a time to take a break, socialize with peers, and prepare for your next class. Monitor your
time and complete the tasks (bathroom visit, collecting materials for the next class, talking
with friends) before your next class begins. A 2-minute warning bell will sound during each
passing period in order to help students monitor their time. Please keep in mind the following
expectations:

e Walk on the right side of the hallway (according to the direction you are traveling) —

this will help avoid collisions with other students.
e Cell phones and ear buds are not permitted during passing periods.
e Make use of your locker — do not carry around all your materials to every class.
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¢ No students should be in the hallways during class time without a pass from their
teacher. Students without passes will be escorted back to their classroom.

e Remember the PHOENIX “NO FLY ZONE?” rules. No students in the hallway during
the first or last 10 minutes of every class. This is designed to help students learn to be
prepared and accountable (bringing all their things with them to class on time) and cut
down on students being late to class. Most of the hallway issues at Boltz come during
these time periods. Individual emergency situations will be handled at the discretion of
the classroom teacher and always with a hall pass.

BEFORE/AFTER SCHOOL GUIDELINES

7:00 AM — Commons is open for students - Students gather here — no students in halls
7:35 AM — Cafeteria open for breakfast - Lunchtime rules apply

7:55 AM — Morning bell, hallways open - Students enter the hallways and classrooms
8:05 AM — Classes begin - Students are expected to be on time to class
2:55 PM — End of school bell - School is out, after school activities begin

3:10 PM — All students must be off campus unless under the supervision of a staff member

LUNCHTIME

e Keep Boltz Middle School clean! There is no food or drink allowed outside.

e Students are expected to clean up after themselves in the cafeteria.

e Students must raise their hand to be excused from their lunch tables and will only be
allowed to leave once their table is clean.

e Students are not allowed in the hallways during lunch time.

e Students who need to see a teacher during lunch time must have a pass from that teacher
to do so. Please go through the main office, show them your pass, and proceed to meet
that teacher in their classroom.

¢ No horseplay inside or outside, be safe and be respectful of others.

o Balls are available for student use outside during lunch. Please return them to the “ball
bucket” before you report to class after lunch. When balls are not taken care of or are
not returned, there are no balls for use — be responsible for them.

¢ No laptops may be used at lunch — if you need to use your laptop please get a pass to
go to the media center. Media center passes for lunch must be obtained before 1% period.

e No backpacks or hats in the lunchroom or outside during lunch.

PERSONAL ELECTRONIC DEVICES

Cell phones, tablets and all other personal electronic devices represent distractions to the
learning environment when not properly used. With all students having 1:1 access to laptops
there is no longer a need to allow the use of personal devices, except in emergency
circumstances. Keep your personal electronic devices secured and put away at all times as
their use is not permitted in classrooms. Students may use these devices during lunch time
unless their use proves to be a distraction to the learning environment. Students are encouraged
to keep electronic devices at home - Boltz Middle School cannot be responsible for any
lost/stolen/damaged items.




BACKPACKS AND HATS
Backpacks and hats are not permitted in the classrooms, in the hallways or at lunch while at
Boltz. Both should be kept in students’ lockers during the school day.

LOCKERS

e Keep your locker clean and organized! You are responsible for any damage.

e Remain in the locker to which you are assigned. Do not allow other students not
assigned to your locker to have use of it. Do not give your combination out to
anyone!

o Keep items of value at home or leave them in your locker (personal electronics, money
etc.)

SCHOOL-ISSUED LAPTOPS

Students are responsible for the care and upkeep of their school-issued laptops and the
charging cords that come with them. All damage to laptops needs to be reported immediately
to the media center. Accidental laptop damage will be fixed at no cost to the student. Laptops
that are damaged need to be turned into the media center desk for repair. Students will be
responsible to pay for damage that is deemed to be the fault of the student.

Students are encouraged to get their own, padded carrying case for their laptops. These cases
can be re-used every year until you graduate. A limited number of cases are available in our
media center for a modest cost.

Students are asked to keep chargers at home and fully charge their laptop every night so it
will be available for use in their classes. Three “emergency chargers” are available in each of
our classrooms.

Students are asked to use school-issued laptops for educational purposes only. Students
found to be in violation of their signed laptop user agreement or the PSD Code of Conduct
with regard to technology, will be subject to disciplinary action that may include forfeiture of
the laptop privilege, re-imaging of the machine, restitution, or suspension from school.

MEDIA CENTER
e The Media Center is open before and after school and during lunch for to all students.
e To use the Media Center during lunch, please get a pass from the Media Center
circulation desk before first period. During lunch, please go through the main office,
show them your pass, and proceed to the Media Center.
e The Media Center is a quiet space that we want to encourage students to use when
appropriate. Please see Ms. Dea in the Media Center with any further questions.




WELLNESS CENTER
Ms. Christy Chappell (A-L) and Ms. Deborah Morrison (M-Z) are the Counselors at Boltz
Middle School and are available to students during most of the day in the Wellness Center
(room 1). Students may visit the Wellness Center to:

e Discuss issues or ask guestions about classes

e Solve academic problems

e Address personal concerns

e Resolve conflict with other students
Please use non-academic time to see the counselor unless it is an absolute emergency. Students
going to the Wellness Center must have a pass from their classroom teacher. Students are
encouraged to make appointments with their counselor before school, at lunch, during breaks
between classes or after school.

ACADEMIC DEAN
The Academic Dean at Boltz is Mrs. Kirstan Morris. She works as a program coordinator and
advocate with students and staff in a variety of academic areas.

SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER (SRO)

The Boltz SRO, Officer Jeff Holpuch, is assigned to our campus and available to students,
staff, and parents who have concerns. As a Detective for Fort Collins Police Services and our
Boltz team, Officer Holpuch is present in the halls, classrooms, cafeteria, and at school events.
He takes the opportunity to teach lessons in classrooms and is a great resource at Boltz. His
door is always open and is available to listen to student concerns and to be actively involved
in solving problems.

DEAN OF STUDENTS

Mr. Gabe Vigil is the Dean of Students at Boltz. Mr. Vigil has spent all but one year of his
career at Boltz Middle School. During that time he has committed himself to helping students
achieve and monitor their personal responsibility. Mr. Vigil believes that self-discipline is a
skill necessary for a student's role in our democratic society and works tirelessly to teach
students to own their choices. As a school we will use the Phoenix Pride Matrix to help teach
expected behaviors to our students. All Boltz staff and students will use the matrix to practice
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and demonstrate behaviors that are expected and appropriate in our school. His office is in
student services.

BULLYING BEHAVIORS

Bullying behaviors are unacceptable at Boltz or anywhere else. Intentional and repeated
behaviors that occur on or off school grounds, in person or through social media that have
a negative effect on our students’ self-image will be deemed a disruption of the educational
process and dealt with according to our district code of conduct (suspension, expulsion). Two-
way “bullying” is not bullying. If someone is bullying you, tell an adult as soon as you can.

As a school we know we cannot eliminate all bullying behaviors, but we can:

e Educate students that it is important to EMPATHIZE with the person who feels bullied.
It is the perception of the victim that matters, not what may have been intended by the
student who takes on the role of bully.

e Monitor bullying behavior by students, give consequences to offenders, and counsel to
minimize bullying behavior.

e Acknowledge, support and empower victims of bullying.

e Empower the great majority of Boltz students to take a stand for what is right and speak
up to fellow students or staff members when bullying behavior occurs. Bullying isn’t
acceptable, and we need everyone’s help to stop it.

DRESS CODE
Appropriate student dress is important while at school. Covering the entire torso and making
sure any lower body clothing extends to at least the mid-thigh area is the minimum
requirement. Clothing with intentionally placed holes will be evaluated by an administrator
for appropriateness. The following are not allowed:

e Sleepwear

e Hats

e Wearing hoodies over the head

e Full-face masks

Clothing exposing underwear/skin
Clothing about alcohol or drugs
Clothing that demeans others
Accessories that could injure others

ATTENDANCE and TARDY POLICIES

Good attendance is important to your success at school! We expect all students to attend
regularly and show a positive attitude toward learning. Students who develop excessive
absences in one or more classes may be subject to disciplinary action regardless of the
absences being excused or unexcused. Administrative discretion will be used in the
decision-making process for all absences. Parents/guardians will be involved partners in
solving all attendance issues with their students.

ABSENCES

Reasons that a Boltz student might be absent from school may include illness, family
emergency, medical/dental appointment, court appearance, approved religious observance,
school-sponsored activity, or when an absence with good cause has been pre-arranged with
the school office.
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» An Excused absence is any absence that is out of your control (flat tire, car
issues, illness, etc.). Please be aware that excessive absences for illness will
require a doctor note for school approval.

» An Unexcused absence is any absence that is within your control (overslept,
forgot to set your alarm, baby sitting, does not want to come, stopped for
coffee, etc.)

If a student is absent for any reason, parents must call the Attendance Line at Boltz
Middle School at 472-3700, press option 1. Please do this within 5 school days.
Absences will not be excused past the 5 school day threshold. Excessive absences will
be referred to our administrators and a parent meeting may be scheduled.

Attendance Policy Ladder

e Excused absence cut off at 8 absences or below- We will proceed with same steps
as below, starting with a letter of concern sent home.

e 4 unexcused absences: First Letter of Concern.

e 8 Unexcused absences: Second Letter of Concern (student attendance survey)

e 12 Unexcused absences: ART Meeting Attendance Team, and parent meeting.-
Attendance data etc.

e 16 Unexcused absences: DART Meeting- Attendance Team, parents, outside
community groups and a referral to our truancy officer.

Make-Up Work When Absent: When absent, students have the same number of days to
make up assignments as they have been absent. If absent for 3 or more days, make-up work
may be requested during the absence. If absent less than 3 days, please get make-up work
from your individual teachers when you return to school.

Dismissal During the School Day: If you will be leaving school during the day for an
appointment of some kind, a Parent/Guardian needs to sign you out. This occurs in the main
office at the ATTENDANCE WINDOW. Students are allowed to check themselves back
into the building at the attendance window upon arrival from their appointment.

Pre-Arranged Absences: If you will be going on vacation or leaving school for more than
3 days, have your Parent/Guardian fill out a Pre-Arranged Absence Form (available at the
attendance window). Students should have this form filled out by a parent before bringing
it to each teacher in order to receive assignments in advance. Turn this form into the
attendance office before you leave for the scheduled absences.

TARDIES
Students at Boltz should never be late to class. Our 5-minute passing period is plenty of
time to get from your class - to your locker - and to your next class.

Being tardy is a behavior and one that we will address through the following steps:
e STEP 1 - 1st & 2" tardy — verbal warning from classroom teacher
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e STEP 2 - 3" & 4™ tardy — verbal warning and phone call made to parent/guardian
by classroom teacher

e STEP 3 - 5" tardy — verbal warning and written teacher referral to office — call to
parent by dean — loss of school privilege (ex: lunch with friends, athletic competition,
dances, activities)

e STEP 4 - 6" tardy — student informed by teacher — meeting between teacher, dean
and student — student call made to parent — tardy contract signed by parent and
student

e STEP 5 -7 or more tardies — student informed by teacher — written referral to office
for further disciplinary action (in/out school suspension)

Tardies to individual classes will be noted by that classroom teacher and the teacher will
follow the steps listed above. Tardies are not cumulative between classes. Tardy totals are
re-set at the beginning of semesters.

Phoenix “No Fly Zone”

During the first 10 minutes and last 10 minutes of every class the Phoenix “No Fly” zone is
in effect. Students will not be permitted to be in the hallways. This is designed to help
students learn to be prepared and accountable (bringing all their things with them to class
on time) and cut down on students being late to class. When student behavior issues arise
at Boltz they typically come during these time periods. Individual emergency situations will
be handled at the discretion of the classroom teacher. All students in hallways need passes.

STUDENT BEHAVIOR EXPECTATIONS

As a staff, we will model, teach and use Positive Behavior Intervention Strategies. We
expect students to use their emerging communication skills when interacting with staff,
parents and other students at Boltz Middle School. We have very high expectations for our
students’ behavior because it helps to establish a solid learning environment. Student
misbehavior will inevitably occur and is a chance for the student to learn from his/her
mistakes.

Student misbehavior that interrupts the teaching and learning process is a classroom is not
acceptable or tolerated. Students who repeatedly disrupt others’ learning will not be allowed
to remain in that classroom.
